ORDINANCE #2024-07 

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE 2011-01, ARTICLE VI, SEC. 61 of KLADO 
by adding SEC. 61.8 C-8 Interchange Transitional 

61.8.1. Intent of the District. The purpose of the C-8 Interchange Transitional District is to provide 
for industrial, commercial, and residential uses to serve the needs of local residents and interstate 
travelers to include all city parcels and any future annexed parcels one mile to the east and west of 
1-95, exits 1 through 7. Development should be planned in large units, and not haphazardly, with 
transitional areas between uses within the district and uses within adjacent districts as described in this 
section. 

61.8.2. Within the C-8 district, the following uses are permitted: 

1) All permitted uses within I-L Wholesale and Light Industrial District, but not to include 
the following: 

a) Adult bookstores, explicit media outlets, adult movie houses, adult entertainment. 

b) Development of natural resources including the removal of minerals and natural 
materials together with necessary building, machinery and appurtenances related 
thereto. (excluding burrow pits used for on-site development) 

c) Frozen dessert and milk processing plants. 

d) Any type of Bottling works. 

e) Any other establishments for the manufacture, repair, assembly, or processing 
materials which are objectionable by reason of smoke, dust, odors, bright lights, 
noise or vibrations. (fo be determined by the Planning Department staff) 

2) All permitted uses within R-1 Single Family Residence District, but not to include the 
following: 

a) Horses, ponies, and fowl. 

b) Agriculture, forestry, livestock and poultry production, no structure containing poultry 
or livestock and no storage of manure or odor or dust producing substance or use. 

c) Bed and Breakfast Inns, (only allowed in commercial and light industrial areas). 

3) All permitted uses within R-3 Medium and High-Residential District, but not to include 
the following: 

a) Family personal care homes and Group care homes. 

4) Without limiting the foregoing: 

1. Shopping Centers; 

ii. Commercial establishments, including retail, wholesale, and service 
businesses, including convenience stores and Laundromats and Laundry 
and Dry Cleaning, gyms and fitness studios; and plant nurseries; 

iii. Hotels, Motels, and Bed and Breakfast Inns; 

1v. Restaurants and other food service establishments, including drive-thru 
facilities, and food trucks; 



v. Truck stop s, tra vel plazas, and related fac ilities (including with co-located 

restaura nts an d oth er foo d se rv ice esrab lishmencs incl uding drive-thru 

facilities, food trucks and service centers); 

vi. Auto m o bile Serv ice Statio ns a nd Garages, (including with co-located 
restaurants and other food service establishments.; in which all work must 
be conducted within an enclosed building with no outside storage of 

vehicles or equipment. 

vu. Warehouses and distribution fac ilities; 

vw. Carwas hes and truck was h es; 

1x. Cam pgro und s, travel tra iler parks, and rec rea tio nal vehicle parks; 

x. Offices, including p rofessional o ffices; 

x1. K ind ergarte n s, Da y Ca re Centers; 

xu. D estinatio n mo num ents, includin g fla gs, and destina tio n sign ag e; 

xw. Welcome centers a nd rest areas ; 

xiv. Sp ecial eve nts facilitie s, including a mph ith eaters; 

xv. Senior care facilities, includi ng ass isted living center s, adul t daycare 
facilities, long-term care facilitie s, nursing hom es, hospice care; 

xv i. L o unges and b ars assoc iated wit h full ser vice sit dow n res taurants; Micro 
Breweries 

xvu. A nima l care facilities, dog parks, and veterin a ry hos pitals a nd offices; 

xv w. Govern men t and in s titutiona l facilitie s; (n ot to include correc tion al 

facilities) 

xix. Com mercial parking areas; Parking Decks 

xx. H os pital and ot her medical uses, including emerg ency care fac ili ties, 
pha rm acies and clinics; 

xxi. Da ta centers; 

xx u. Co nd o miniums, tim es hare s and s h o rt term re n ta ls; 

xx w. Utility facilitie s, including water tank s and solar panels on roof tops or 

sola r ti ne o n buildings (no Solar Farms), Satellite Dish Antennas (size and 
locatio n will b e determined b y t he Planning D epar tmen t Sta fQ 

61.8.3 . Other Requirements within the C-8 district. 

1) J\ny areas of development, within the zoning district, abutting established r esiden tial 
areas must be o f like kind, or wetlands, or greenspace to include tl1e entire distance o f 
t he establish ed ab utting prop erty lines . 

2) r\n y Industrial or Commercial businesses must have separate roads leading into the 
facility a nd may not be accessed tl1ro ugh residential areas. 

3) J\ny developme nts will follow t he es tablished building requirements in Sec. 70 of the 
K in gs la nd Land a nd De  ve lo pment O rdinance, unless other sp eci fi ed building 
requirements arc approved within an applicant's PD (Plann ed Develo pmen t) . 

4) J\ ny applicant that submits a rezoning application for land to be rezo ned to C -8 o r a ny 
applicant proposing a develo pm  ent within th e C -8 zoning di strict is required to submit 
a co nceptual site plan or Land Use Plan and PD (Planned Development) that will be 
re viewed by th e Plan ning D epartme n t and submitted to the Planning Com missio n for 
a recommendation to the City Council for approval or non-approval.
