SUBJECT: -Ordinahce to Increase License Fees

While looking for avenues to properly fund our programs, we discovered that our license fees
have not been adjusted in over twenty two years!

When we reviewed our license fee schedule and compared it to similar local municipalities we
found our fees were the lowest in the Hudson and Essex County area. Additionally we found

our license fees are for the most part, half of what other municipalities are chargmg in the same

licensing categories.

When we looked at the cost of operating the licensing bureau with equipment and clerks and
conducting the inspections and food complaint investigations with equipment and inspectors

- we found the current license fees are not sufficient to support the services the department
must provide. It should also be noted that during this same period of time the number of
establishments have proliferated making bigger demands on the department without adequate
compensation.

It is clearly time to adjust the license fees from the 1992 level into present day realities. In
order for our programs and services to operate effectively the establishment license fees must
be adjusted to more closely mirror the cost for providing the licensing, routine inspection and .
complaint inspection services to these establishments. The new fee schedule that we have
submitted for your approval, hopes to do just that.
